Howdy, Fellow GBYCers,
 
During the last week of February, the Fleet Captain Gordon and Mr and Mrs Commodore Dan and
Ann met to finalize the dock assignments for the 2026 season. We’re that much closer to seeing
the harbor filled with boats again, folks! Woohoo! 
 
What this means for the Treasurer position – and for dock holders – is that invoices will soon be
issued for final dock rental payments for the season. If you’re a seasonal dock holder, watch your
email boxes for your invoice. Just like with the membership renewal emailed invoices, this dock
rental invoice will include the 3% credit card surcharge for online payment (if you so choose) but
will have a note clearly stating what the “CASH/CHECK PAYMENT AMOUNT DUE” for those who
choose to forgo that surcharge.
 
IMPORTANT NOTE: If you have recently changed your email or are not sure what the club has on
file for contact info for you, please check with me to make sure we have the most relevant (most
often checked by you!) email address to which to send club communications.
 
As it’s still only March, dock holders won’t need to worry about immediate payment on these dock
rental invoices. But keep in mind that the balance of seasonal dock rental fees will be due by the
EARLIER of the following: 24 hours before you put your boat in –OR- May 1 , 2026. And according
to the handbook:  Failure to pay *all* fees by these due dates will result in full dock fee payment
with dock application in 2026.  I will also be communicating closely with the lift crews this year
and the rules will essentially be boiled down to “No cash = no splash!”

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Respectful Bar Use and Cleanliness

As a community, we all share the privilege of enjoying the yacht club house. To keep the space
welcoming, safe, and cost-effective for everyone, please follow these simple guidelines about drink
service and cleanup. Also, please be respectful of phone volume to avoid interrupting other members'
conversations.
 
Why this matters:

Overfilled drinks and pitchers lead to spills, sticky surfaces, and damaged linens.
Spills increase the workload and costs for our cleaning contractor.
Leaving glasses, dishes, and garbage creates extra work for staff and members, and can attract pests.

Club guidelines
Do not overfill individual drinks or pitchers. Leave at least 1/2 inch (about 1 cm) of headroom to
prevent spills when carrying or pouring.
If a bartender is on duty, they will serve and manage drink service. If no bartender is present,
members must serve themselves responsibly and clean up after use.
Clean up your area when finished: wipe down the bar/counter, return or clear dirty glasses and
dishes, and dispose of garbage in the designated bins.
Report any spills or broken glass immediately so they can be handled safely.

Consequences
Repeated disregard for these guidelines may lead to warnings or fines to cover cleaning/repair costs.
Members causing damage or extra cleaning expenses may be held responsible for reimbursement.

Thank you for your cooperation. Keeping the yacht club house clean and tidy preserves our shared
space, reduces costs, and ensures everyone enjoys a pleasant, safe environment.

FLEET CAPTAIN
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In 1866, dredging began on a new channel into the harbor into Green Bay harbor that cut straight across
Grassy Island. An appropriation of $11,000 for construction of lights had been included in the 1864 budget.
Delays in harbor improvements caused the funds to revert to the treasury, requiring a new appropriation
in 1870. Construction of the two towers and associated keeper's house followed in 1872 The two towers
were largely identical except for their heights: freestanding wooden pyramidal towers covered in shingles,
topped by octagonal lanterns holding sixth-order Fresnel lenses. Initially, both displayed a fixed white
light. One tower stood at each end of the cut on its eastern side, with the keeper's house between them.
The lights were automated in 1934 with the installation of acetylene lamps. At the same time, the
characteristics of both lights was changed to green, with the front light also flashing, to contrast with the
lights of the city. Throughout the station's life, the channel was constantly dredged and widened.
Eventually, the decision was made to expand the channel to the east as well as the west. Therefore, in
1966, the decision was made to remove the lights.  Members of the Green Bay Yacht Club petitioned the
Corps of Engineers for permission to remove and preserve the towers. In November of that year, the
lights were moved to the club's parking lot. Much of Grassy Island was removed, and a new automated
beacon was erected on what remained.
In 1998, the two towers were relocated to a breakwater at the edge of the yacht club property. They
underwent a lengthy restoration and were rededicated in 2005. They were listed on the National Register
of Historic Places that year.
In 2017, a decision was made to stabilize the breakwater, which had been deteriorating for several years
and causing concerns about the lighthouse foundations. Over the next year and a half, the breakwater
was reinforced with steel piling. Additionally, the breakwater was widened to accommodate two-way
vehicle traffic, a parking area, safety railing, dock access, and other improvements. 
By the end of 2019, the final improvements were completed, and the "Lighthouse Park" became the new
permanent home for the Grassy Island Range Lights. The project was funded by the David L. and Rita E.
Nelson Family Fund and the Community Foundation for the Fox Valley Region.
